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| know to be a gambler, better or bookmaker; or any agent of any such person; or

the consorting or associating by Coach Fedora with such persons.

Use or consumption by Coach Fedora of alcoholic beverages, drugs, controlled
substances, steroids or other chemicals in such degree and for such appreciable
period as to impair significantly or materially his ability to perform his duties
hereunder; or failure by Coach Fedora to fully cooperate in the enforcement and

implementation of any drug testing program established by the University for
student-athletes.

Coach Fedora’s sale, use or possession, or Coach Fedora’s permitting,
encouraging or condoning by a student-athlete, assistant coach or other athletics
staff member of the sale, use or possession of any drugs, controlled substances,
steroids or other chemicals, the sale, use or possession of which by Coach Fedora
or such student-athlete is prohibited by law or by governing athletics rules.

Failuré by Coach Fedora to report promptly to the Director of Athletics any
violations known to Coach Fedora of governing athletics rules, or University rules
and regulations by assistant coaches, students or other persons under the direct
control or supervision of Coach Fedora.

m) Failure by Coach Fedora to obtain prior approval for outside activities as required

by this Agreement or by NCAA rules, or to report accurately all sources and

amounts of all income and benefits as required by NCAA rules and this
Agreement. o

Committing material or repeated violations of any provision of this Agreement or
any policy of the Board or the University.

Commission of or participation in by Coach Fedora of any act, situation, or
occurrence which, in the University’s reasonable judgment, brings Coach Fedora
or.the University into public disrepute, contempt, scandal or ridicule or failure by
Coach Fedora to conform his personal conduct to conventional standards of good
citizenship, with such conduct offending prevailing social values and/or reflecting
unfavorably upon the University’s reputation, mission, and objectives, including
but not limited to, acts of dishonesty, misrepresentation, fraud or violence that

may or may not rise to a level warranting criminal prosecution by the relevant
authorities.

Prolonged absence from the University without its consent.

Pursuant to NCAA By-laws 11.2.1 and 11.2.1.1, if Coach Fedora is found in violation
of NCAA regulations, then Coach Fedora shall be subject to disciplinary or corrective
action by the University as set forth in the provisions of the NCAA enforcement
procedures. In addition, Coach Fedora may be suspended for a period of time,
without pay, or Coach Fedora’s employment may be terminated, if Coach Fedora is
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found by the University to have been involved in deliberate or serious NCAA
violations.

11. WAIVER. All consequences of termination of this Agreement or suspension
hereunder are set forth fully herein. Therefore, with the sole exception of any payments required
by this Agreement, in any instance of termination for cause, termination without cause or suspension,:
Coach Fedora hereby waives any claim against the University, the Board, and their respective officers,
directors, agents, employees, successors, heirs and personal representatives, for consequential
damages allegedly sustained by reason of any alleged loss of business opportunity, loss- of
perquisites, loss of speech, camp or other outside income, or expectation income, or damages
allegedly sustained by reason of alleged humiliation, emotional distress, defamation, or loss of
consortium resulting from the fact of termination, the public announcement thereof or the release by the
University of information or documents which are required to be released by law. Coach Fedora
acknowledges that in the event of termination of this Agreement for cause, termination without
cause or suspension, he will have no right to hold the position of Head Football Coach and that his
sole remedies are provided herein and shall not extend to injunctive relief.

12. CONSTRUCTION AND MODIFICATION. This Agreement constitutes and
expresses the entire agreement and understanding of the parties regarding any employment of
Coach Fedora by the Board and regarding any of the matters or things herein provided or
previously discussed or mentioned in reference to such employment. There are no oral, written
or other contracts, understandings, letter agreements, promises or representations between the
parties regarding the subject matter of this Agreement. This Agreement cannot be changed,

modified or amended except by written instrument signed by both parties.

13. APPLICABLE LAW. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Mississippi. :

14. JURISDICTION. Each party hereto irrevocably and unconditionally consents to
submit to the jurisdiction and venue of the Chancery Courts of Forrest County, Mississippi, with
respect to any litigation arising out of, or related to, this Agreement and the transactions
contemplated hereby, and agrees not to commence any litigation relating thereto except in the
Chancery Courts of Forrest County, Mississippi, and further agrees that service of any process,
summons, notice or document by U.S. mail, first-class, postage prepaid, shall be effective service
of process for any litigation brought against it in said court. Each party hereby irrevocably and
unconditionally waives any objection to the laying of venue of any litigation arising out of this
Agreement or the transactions contemplated hereby, in the Chancery Courts of Forrest County,
Mississippi, and hereby further irrevocably and unconditionally waives and agrees not to plead
or claim that any litigation brought in any such court has been brought in an inconvenient forum.

15. SEVERABILITY. If any portion of this Agreéxﬁent is declared null, void, invalid or
unenforceable, such provisions shall be stricken from the contract. All of the remaining
provisions of this Agreement not so stricken shall remain in full force and effect and shall be

binding upon the parties and their respective heirs, successors, assigns and personal
representatives.
